Category 6 –  drills, sewing machines, nail guns, soldering irons


Category 7 –  electric trains, video games, sporting computers, coin slot machines


Category 8 –  radiotherapy equipment, pulmonary ventilators, dialysis equipment


Category 9 –  smoke detectors, heating regulators, thermostats


Category 10 –  hot drinks dispensers, cold drinks dispensers, money dispensers

vi. Whereas the waste management (waste electrical and electronic equipment) regulations 2005 exempt retailers from having to posess waste collection permits and waste licences in certain circumstances, it is important to note that registration does not dispense with any statutory requirement to comply with sections 34(1) and 39(1) of the waste management acts 1996 to 2005 concerning waste collection permits and the requirement to hold a waste licence.
