“In future all planning applications to show in detail what arrangements have been 
put in place to prevent water flowing onto the public road.”
During a discussion, Members made the following points:-

· All new planning applications should have plans in place for pipes, to the Council’s satisfaction;
· Remedial action needs to be taken immediately;
· Planning Department must ensure that the requirement for a proper entrance layout is adopted and enforced;
· Condition should not only apply to new developments;
· There needs to stricter enforcement by the Council and stricter compliance by developers;
· A need for specific instructions to direct engineers to what goes into roadside drainage;

· Entrance of a property should be one of the first things to be done;

· Queried who is responsible for drainage if a property is vacant;

In response the County Engineer said that proposals for drainage must be set out on plans submitted and, where necessary, certain applications are deferred.  He said that the responsibility for drainage rests with the landowner for new and existing developments.  Details of road entrances have to be provided there are 10 standard conditions used to deal with the issue.

The County Engineer advised that under new EPA guidelines, there will be a separate assessor selected from a panel of qualified assessors who will be required to sign off that the foul water disposal method is approved. 

The Manager advised that policy relating to the issue could be considered by the newly formed SPC. 

MOCK JUNIOR & LEAVING CERT EXAMINATION FEES

Members noted letter dated 4th March, 2010, from the Department of Education & Science, in response to Council’s motion of 22nd February, 2010, regarding mock Junior and Leaving Certificate examination fees.

Councillor J. Daly proposed that the matter be referred back to the Department of Education & Science, seeking clarification on the following:-

(a) If the Department of Education & Science has no function in relation to the fees charged for mock examinations, then where does the responsibility lie; 
(b) Does the Department of Education & Science offer recognition to the two companies who supply schools with mock examination papers.

PUBLIC LIGHTING BY AIRTRICITY

11/3-2

Councillor S. McGrath proposed, seconded by Councillor A. Moynihan, the following notice of motion:-


"To request a report on the recent changeover from the ESB to Airtricity in the 
provision and maintenance of Public Lighting.  Specifically, commenting on the 
background to this changeover, the engagement with Cork County Council and the 
envisaged implications for the level of service provided. " 
Members noted report from the Senior Engineer, which outlined as follows:-

1) Background: 

a) From its establishment in 1927 up to the recent past ESB was the sole supplier of Ireland’s electricity supply. This included complete responsibility for design, construction and maintenance of the public lighting network throughout the country. 

b) The public lighting network consists of 2 main types:

i) Lanterns mounted on ESB network poles. These lanterns are mounted on poles which also carry overhead power lines to deliver power for other purposes e.g. delivering power for domestic and commercial users. Traditionally, the lanterns are mounted on timber poles which typically also carry 5 overhead wires. At present only ESB authorised personnel are allowed to work on these network poles.

ii) Lanterns mounted on stand alone poles. Generally, these poles are galvanised steel poles, the power lines are underground between poles and they serve no other purpose than the provision of street lighting. Private contractors can work on these installations.

iii) The physical public lighting infrastructure throughout the country is owned and operated by the Local Authorities. However, in the case of most Local Authorities the public lighting system is maintained for them by the ESB.

c) ESB Group of Companies: Some years ago ESB was broken up into a number of subsidiary companies to deal with various aspects of its business. In relation to public lighting the companies were:

i) ESB Networks: This company controls the physical electricity network including the poles and overhead lines mentioned above. 

ii) ESB Customer Supply: This company manages the electricity supply accounts for customers including the public lighting energy bills.

iii) ESB Contracts: This company maintained the public lighting physical network. It also provided a design and construction service for the provision of new lights. 

d) Commission for Energy Regulation (CER):

i) The CER was first set up in 1999. Its role is to:
“promote competition in the electricity and natural gas sectors so that customers can ultimately benefit from competitive pressures on prices and services. At the same time to protect the interests of final customers especially the disadvantaged and the elderly by ensuring that standards of services are set and codes of practices are in place to protect vulnerable users” 

ii) The establishment of the CER had a major impact on the electricity market. ESB no longer had a monopoly and was faced with competition for all aspects of the electricity business. 

e) Changeover from ESB to Airtricity: 

i) Arising from the dismantling of its monopoly position in the electricity market ESB considered its future and decided to withdraw from involvement in the provision and maintenance of public lighting. It will continue to supply energy for public lighting in a competitive market. 

ii) ESB informed Local Authorities of its intention to withdraw from public lighting in 2008 and set a deadline of the end of 2009 for completion of this process. The process included closure of the ESB Contracts subsidiary company.

iii) Maintenance Agreement: 

(1) Up until 2007 ESB Contracts provided a service to Local Authorities on the basis of a schedule of rates for the provision of various services. There was no written Maintenance Agreement in place. In 2007 ESB, in consultation with a sub-committee of the CCMA, agreed the wording of a written Maintenance Agreement. While it had a number of reservations about the Agreement, Cork Co. Council signed it in 2008. A new version of the Agreement was signed in 2009 and expires at the end of 2010.

(2) As part of the 2009 Agreement it was agreed that ESB Contracts could assign the public lighting business to a new service provider. 

(3) Airtricity Utility Solutions, a subsidiary of Scottish & Southern Energy, has purchased the business from ESB Contracts and took over responsibility for public lighting for most Local Authorities in Ireland from 7th Dec 2009. Its Maintenance Agreement with Local Authorities expires at the end of 2010. Following this Local Authorities can decide to go to the market for alternative service suppliers. 

2) Airtricity Utility Solutions (AUS):

i) Since December 2009 Cork Co. Council has had a number of meetings with Airtricity. To date these meetings have been positive.

ii) Airtricity will provide Cork Co. Council with the same services (hopefully more efficiently) as previously provided by ESB.

(1)  These include:

(i) Maintenance and repair of lights.

(ii) Night Patrols

(iii) Disposal of lamp waste. 

(iv) Maintenance of the public lighting database. 

(v) Stocking of relevant spare parts. 

(vi) Provision of a call centre facility for public lighting fault reporting. 

(vii) Inspection of public lighting installations prior to being ‘taken in charge’. 

(viii) Providing advice on electrical matters. 

(b) In addition Airtricity will provide an on-line GIS Management System which will provide complete information for all aspects of the public lighting network in County Cork.

3) Other Public Lighting Issues: 

i) The pull out of ESB from public lighting and the deregulation of the electricity business presents a number of serious issues for Local Authorities. 

(1) The most serious of these is the so-called “unbundling of assets”. This means that public lighting fixtures on network poles have to be isolated from the ESB network fixtures. The public lighting fixtures also have to be surveyed and upgraded to make sure they are in a safe structural and electrical condition.  The work involved in this will take a number of years and will cost many millions of Euro. Estimates range from €30million to in excess of €100million. These costs will probably have to be borne by Local Authorities. Methods of financing this work are at present being examined at National level by a High Level Forum made up of representatives from the Dept of Environment, the Dept. of Communications and Energy, the CCMA, OLAM and ESB. 

(2) Other issues being addressed by the Forum include:

(a) Code of Practice: 

(i) Setting standards and training requirements for operatives to work on public lights on ESB network poles.
(ii) Transition to New Service Provider/s

1. Managing the transition
2. Setting standards for knowledge and expertise
3. Prescribing safety management standards. 

During a discussion, Members made the following points:-

· Thanked the Senior Engineer for his detailed report;
· Network was set up using public funds concern that it will now be in private ownership.
· The level of service provided by the ESB service was satisfactory and the Council had a good relationship with them;
The County Engineer advised that there are teething issues with Airtricity and it may not be the case going forward that the Council stays with the Company.  One of the criteria now is to determine how many public lights the Council has in the county.  He said that there is an audit being carried out currently on the Council’s assets and the results should be available in May.

Members commented further as follows:-

· Village of Timoleague was without lighting for almost a week;
· Hope that the Council’s working relationship with the ESB will continue with Airtricity;
· The ESB have had a monopoly on the provision of electricity for many years and failed to make a profit;
· Isolated areas must be included;
· Queried if survey will include private estates to be taken in charge.
The County Engineer advised that he had personally made contact with Airtricity regarding the issue in Timoleague. He said that the survey being carried out will pick up everything, including the lights in estates to be taken over.
The Manager said that the report circulated to Members was comprehensive and he acknowledged the work put in by the Senior Engineer. He said that this process started with a desire to bring competition into the market and that decisions are being made at national level that come to bear at local level.  He said that it is the view at national level that there must be consistency.

The Manager advised that the ESB are unbundling various works to provide competition.  ESB and the Council have provided public lighting solution in the past but there is now a departure process which costs money and will impact on local authorities.  He said that the Council have indicated that it cannot bear these costs. 

The Manager advised that Airtricity is a very competitive company.  He said that the problem is not of the Council’s making and a solution should be found by the State and ESB.  The Manager said that the part of the process is to find out what public lighting the Council owns.  He also said that the kind of response rate the Council wants to deal with public lighting issues will be factored into the cost.

The Manager said that there may be a regularisation of contracts through national procurement. He said that through O.L.A.M. the point will continue to be made that Local Authorities cannot pay for the unbundling of public lighting.

FUNDING FROM SECAD FOR DOUGLAS TRANSPORTATION STUDY
12/3-2

Councillor D. Forde proposed, seconded by Councillor J. Collins, the following notice of motion:-


“That the Manager initiate dialogue with SECAD (South East Cork Area 
Development) with a view to SECAD funding or co-funding the Douglas 
Transportation Study”
During a discussion, Members made the following points:-

· The Douglas Traffic Study did not proceed due to lack of resources;

· There is gridlock in Douglas at certain times of the day;

· Initial dialogue with SECAD needs to be explored;

· There is no plan in place at present that will alleviate traffic problems in Douglas;

· Council should accept any funding that is available.

· There has been some progress with the approval of the upgrade to the road at Moneygurney;

· The Council should also seek funding from the Department of Finance.

The Manager said that if SECAD wants the Council to discuss the issue then that can be done.  He said that the Divisional Manager, Mr. Declan Daly, is on the Board of SECAD and contact can be made through him. He said it was not clear if the funding available to SECAD would be sufficient to fund the study. 

The Manager said that traffic studies are expensive and that the traffic issue in Douglas must be dealt with even without the study. The Local Area Plans have gone out for public consultation and a report will be available shortly. The real issue for the future of Douglas is the need to develop the urban centre rather than continuing to expand the area.  
The Manager advised if there are any opportunities for Department of Finance funding it will be followed through.  He said that it is important to encourage people to use public transport to travel to Douglas.  He said that the Council would not have sufficient money to fund a Transportation Study but a traffic impact study could be done by a potential developer in the area. 

FIXED LINE AND MOBILE PHONE CHARGES

COMMUNITY GRANT SCHEME 2010 

14/3-2

Councillor J. P. O’Shea proposed, seconded by Councillor J. Gilroy, the following notice of motion:-


“That the Manager outline the status of the Community Grant Scheme for 2010; when 
will applications be accepted and does the 2009 guidelines still apply".
The Manager advised that €500,000 was provided for in the 2010 budget for Community Grants and it was also agreed to put aside €1m from the NPPR to provide community funding.  He said that through the SPC process, it must be decided how the Council wants to help communities.  He said that in cases where voluntary organisations, such as community crèches, have high rates, the Council could look at a grant to cover their rates. 

The Manager stated that up to now a lot of community grants have been invested in infrastructure and now the Council could consider how to reward or incentivise communities for their work.  He said the issue needs to be discussed at the SPCs and then the Council can publish a Scheme.

The Manager said that funding for the Recreation Grant Scheme was previously provided from development contributions received and that he could not clarify at this stage, what the funding would be for 2010.

During a discussion Members made the following points:-

· There is confusion about the manner in which crèches are rated;

· Voluntary groups are experiencing severe hardship;

· Guidelines should be drawn up to clarify how an organisation draws down money from the local authority and leader groups; 

· Queried when the application forms will be available;

· Community and Amenity grants are vital for local communities;

· The message must go out that the Scheme is up and running;

· Queried if €500,000 allocation could be progressed immediately;

· A list of the type of applications the Council will consider should be made available for the first SPC meeting;

· Queried if there is any progress with the not for profit organisations appealing to the Valuation Authority;

· Members of the Dáil should be written to asking them to amend the valuation legislation, not to impose valuations on community crèches.

The Manager advised Members that valuations are determined by an independent body and rates are collectable by the local authority.  He said that all crèches would have to be treated equally and that private crèches operating would also have to be included. He said that the Council can’t write up rates for one crèche and not another. 

He said that it is up to Council where they want to spend the community grants and that certain criteria must apply.  He said that the €1m funding from the surplus of second home tax may not be available on an annual basis.  He said that it is a matter that needs to be progressed urgently and should be done through the new Strategic Policy Committee. 

WORK EXPERIENCE FOR MEDICAL GRADUATES

Cllr. N. Harrington said that the Council should look at internships for engineering graduates and come up with a Scheme. 

The Manager said there is an opportunity to train people in certain skills.  He said that the Council has gone through a process of letting go a lot of temporary staff and he would be in favour of a Graduate Training Scheme, which ideally would be funded by FAS, who would also provide the trainees.  He said that each graduate should have a training log for them to show that they are receiving valid training and that it would need to be a structured work experience.

Small to medium sized businesses

Cllr. D. Forde said that the Council must support small to medium sized businesses and queried the procedure for the Council to engage with stationery suppliers.

In response, the Manager said that public policy is driving public bodies to more centralised procurement. This policy will get organisations the cheapest contract from the biggest supplier and this impacts on local businesses.

Road from Tralee to Ballyvourney

Cllr. A. Moynihan referred to the poor state of repair of the road going through Ballyvourney. He said that some temporary works which have been done are beginning to deteriorate again. He said that the remainder of the village now needs to be resurfaced and queried the cost that would be involved.

The County Engineer said that an Engineer recently met with resident groups regarding the road surface in Ballyvourney.  He said that no cost is available yet.  It is not possible to do the work immediately and the Council will have to continue to carry out heavy duty patching.  He said that having regard to procurement requirements Phase I of the work will not commence until August.
