         The Town Clerk reported as follows:

· The construction of the 7 no. house scheme at Woodview Drive is progressing satisfactorily.
· The tender notice for the pilot phase of Refurbishment Works at Sandfield Estate will be published in Mid-October.

· Works on the Planned Maintenance Programme are ongoing.

· The final date for receipt of tenders to the S.E.I. works on 11 units is          7th October, 2009.  A discussion took place on the Willis Flats Project.

5.    Town Engineers Report 
         The contents of the Town Engineers Report was welcomed.  The following

          The Town Engineer outlined details of the agreement with the Office of Public 

          Works relating to the provision of CCTV at rear of Bridge Street.

6.      Proposed Grotto at Muddy Hill Car Park
         The Town Clerk outlined the terms of the Licence granted to the Legion of 

         Mary for the proposed Grotto at Muddy Hill Car Park.
         On the proposal of Cllr. Mullally seconded by Cllr. Sheehan it was agreed to 

         transfer the property on the terms of the Licence pursuant to Section 183 of the 

         Local Government Act, 2001.

7.     Notices of Motion – Deferred at the September Monthly Meeting -   
  Cllr.  O’Connor
Cllr. O’Connor proposed the following:

(a) “That, as a matter of urgency, a pedestrian crossing be placed at the “Carry 

        Out” shop across to the path to Summerhill in the Old Cork Road as this is a 

        real danger for pedestrians and that we immediately fill the pot holes there”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  The Town Engineer advised that proposals for the junction will be included in the Draft Transportation Study.

 (b) “That this Council congratulates those involved with the Le Cheile Centre in 

        Mallow and commands all the work being done in this, the only family 

        Support Agency in North Cork and rejects any attempts  by Government to 

        reduce the services provided there, either, through budgetary methods or 

        through the McCarthy Report – An Bord Snip Nua”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  It was agreed to write to the Minister for Social and Family Affairs and the Minister for Finance requesting that the existing levels of funding be maintained.

(c) “That in the light of the spread of the global HINI Swine Flu pandemic that 

        this Council acts as a centre for information locally, consulting with the 

        HSE, to ensure essential services are maintained, and that the people of 

        Mallow are protected, in so far as is possible, from the spread of this flu”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. O’Regan and agreed.

8.    Notices of Motion – Deferred at the September Monthly Meeting -   
       Cllr. Kennedy
Cllr. Kennedy proposed the following:

(a)  “In view of the adverse findings of the recently published Report by I.B.A.L. 

        into the serious litter problems within the customer parking areas of the 

        major multi national supermarket chains operating in Ireland, and in view of 

        that Reports particular reference to the serious litter situation pertaining at 

        Tesco’s of Mallow, that this Council shall use its full statutory powers to 

        enforce the law in the area, and that these same powers shall be used in a 

        co-ordinated, structured and consistent basis, in other works, that this 

        Council actually enforces its own policy, and is seen to do so”.

        This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally and agreed.

9.     Notices of Motion – Cllr. Griffin

        Cllr. Griffin proposed the following:

(a) “That a walkway between Sean Moylan Park, Sandfield Terrace and 

        Sandfield Estate be cleaned up and consider lighting up the area.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. O’Regan.  The Town Engineer agreed to investigate the matter.

(b)  “Traffic calming measure at Davis Terrace as there are children walking and crossing for school
         This motion was seconded by Cllr. Lucey.  It was agreed to refer the matter to a 

         meeting of the Joint Policing Committee.
10.      Notices of Motion – Cllr. Kennedy
           Cllr. Kennedy proposed the following:

(a) “That this Council shall establish a permanent committee comprising 

        Executive and Elected Members of Mallow Town Council, and 

        Members of Mallow Tidy Towns charged with the express aim of 

        formulating plans and strategies for the cleaning, upkeep and physical 

        maintenance and enhancement of the Town and it environs into the 

        future”.

It was agreed to amend the motion by replacing the word “permanent” to “adhoc”.  The motion was seconded by Cllr. Sheehan.  It was agreed that 1 group representative of the Council, Tidy Towns Committee, Schools, Business, Residents Association be established ahead of the 2010 season.

        On the proposal of Cllr. Mullally seconded by Cllr. O’Regan it was    

        agreed to extend the time to 9pm.

        It was agreed to consider the establishment of the Retail & Commercial

        Sub-Committee at the November Monthly Meeting.

(b) “That this Council shall, in conjunction with the Northern Division of 

        Cork County Council, establish a one stop shop facility, headed up by 

        a Senior Public Official, whose remit would be to deal speedily and 

        coherently with individuals and organisations/businesses needing 

        direct access to Local Government in order to progress their issues and 

        projects; be they of an individual private nature, or of a more large 

        scale business nature where direct access can be vital in order to 

        advance projects that could be of considerable economic benefit to the 

       wider Community”.
This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  The Manager responded by outlining the various joint initiatives which have taken place and advised the Members of the Strategic Review Process underway for the following functions:  Roads, Waste & Housing.
11.    Notices of Motion – Cllr. Mullally
         Cllr. Mullally proposed the following:

         (a) “That Mallow Town Council report on recent flooding problems at 

                 house number 19,20,21,22,, Woodview Drive with a view to eliminating 

                 same”.
         The Town Engineer stated that the work will be carried out in November.

(b) “That a stop line be painted at the junction of Westbury Heights and 

        Kennell Hill, Mallow”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. O’Connor.  The Town Engineer stated that the estate had not yet been taken in charge.  However, he agreed to investigate the matter.

(c) “That the Traffic Sub-Committee consider Springwood Estate for 

         traffic calming measures eg ramps”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally and agreed.

12.    Notices of Motion – Cllr. Lucey
         Cllr. Lucey proposed the following:

(a) “That this Council seriously investigate the issue of illegal dumping in this 

        Town especially on the Spa Road”.

        This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  The Town Engineer agreed to visit 

        the affected areas and take appropriate action.

(b) “Could the Executive address the issue on when is it envisaged that 

        proposed remedial work at Sandfield Estate will commence and that it can 

        so with as little disruption to the residents as possible”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. O’Regan.  The Town Clerk outlined the timeframe for commencement of the Pilot Phase of the Project.
(c) “Although Westbrook Court area of Mallow was resurfaced in 2008 could 

        the Executive inform the Council on whether it is possible to carry out 

        work on the access road into Westbrook Court”.

This motion was withdrawn on the basis that the works were completed.
13.    Notices of Motion – Cllr. Sheehan
         Cllr. Sheehan proposed the following:

(a) “That the Council seek to stop the practise whereby traffic lights are 
        programmed only to flash amber to alleviate congestion in the interest of 
        pedestrian safety”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  The Town Engineer agreed to consult with Mr. Pat Walsh, Senior Executive Engineer, Cork County Council and it was agreed to consider the matter at a Meeting of the Joint Policing Committee.


 (b) “That traffic calming measures are introduced in the vicinity of the 
         Beeches housing estate in the interest of safety”. 

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Kennedy.  It was agreed to refer the matter to Cork County Council.


(c) “That Mallow Town Council take positive action at the earliest possible 
       opportunity to remedy the current unsatisfactory condition of the public 
       toilets in the town park. The current unsanitary conditions have rendered 
       the fixture of no use to the public”.
            This motion was seconded by Cllr. Lucey.  The Town Clerk informed the 

            Members on proposals to provide new public toilets at St. James Avenue and 

            that the Part 8 Planning Process for the Project will commence in November.

No. 67          -    Agreed to remove from Record of Protected Structures and include in 

                           Archaeological Conservation Area only.
No. 79          -     Noted that submission related to Grant Aid.  The Conservation 

                           Officer outlined details of the Conservation Grant Scheme provided 

                           by Cork County Council.

No. 89          -    Agreed to remove from Record of Protected Structures.

No. 103 & 114 -  Contents of submissions noted.

No. 132         -   A discussion took place on the reason for inclusion in the Record of 

                          Protected Structures.  It was agreed on the proposal of Cllr. O’Connor 

                          seconded by Cllr. Dempsey to remove the structure from the Record.

No. 133         -   It was agreed to include only the entrance gates in the Record.  

The Meeting then proceeded to consider other matters relating to submissions received to the Draft Development Plan and the Mangers recommendations.

Lands at Keatley Close

On the proposal of Cllr. Dempsey seconded by Cllr. Fitzgerald it was agreed to amend Zoning Map to reflect the objective contained in the SLAP for the affected lands.

Lands at Bearforest Lower

Members introduced a proposal for zoning of lands at Bearforest Lower.  It was agreed to amend the Zoning Map and identify the affected lands as a Special Development Area.
The Mayor advised that he had received a letter dated 30th September, 2009 on behalf of Michael Jephson relating to lands at Town Park.  The letter was also circulated to the Town Manager and Town Clerk.
A copy of the letter was then circulated to each Member and a discussion of the contents ensued.

The Town Manager stated that the Council had complied with the requirements of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 in relation to submissions made to the Draft Plan and also clarified the outcome of recent discussions between Mr. Jephson and the County Manager.  A discussion took place on the contents of submissions made on behalf of the land owner and the Members considered if a meeting with Mr. Jephson was appropriate in order to clarify matters.
The following proposal from Cllr. O’Regan seconded by Cllr. Mullally was considered:

“That having considered the recent correspondence from Mr. Jephson the submissions made and the recommendations in the Managers Report that no change be made to the zoning of the lands in the Draft Development Plan”.
