1.  Operation of Pay Parking

The Town Clerk provided details of income in 2009 from Pay Parking.  It was noted that income for the period January/February 2009 had decreased by approximately 15% compared with the corresponding period in 2008.  Consideration was given to extending the Pay Parking Zone to include Beecher Street and Navigation Road.

The effectiveness of on street parking system was discussed and it was agreed to install Pay Parking Machines at suitable locations in order to improve the efficiency of the system.
