The meeting discussed the operation of traffic/parking in the Town Centre in particular the Davis Street area.

The following concerns were raised by Members:

· Lack of Enforcement relating to Car Parks
· Affect on Trading of Enforcement on Davis Street

· Retention of area designated as Loading Bay at West End

· Introduction of Free Parking on Saturdays for a trial period

The Town Clerk advised that the income derived from both on-street and off-street parking for the first 6 months of 2009 was significantly less than that for the same period in 2008 despite the fact that the charges has been increased in the 2009 Budget. The Town Engineer advised that the Draft Transportation Plan which will be published in September will contain a comprehensive Parking Strategy and recommended that any changes to the existing controls be deferred pending the outcome of the public consultation process.
