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Guidelines for completing Annual Environmental Returns (AERs) 

1. Only hardcopies (i.e. printed copies) of the completed official AER form will be accepted by Cork County Council.  Electronic copies will not be accepted due to technical difficulties experienced by both permit holders and Cork Co. Co. in the past.  Supporting documentation should not be submitted.   

2. Only EWC codes obtained from the European Waste Catalogue and Hazardous Waste List, available on www.epa.ie, are to be used when completing the form.

3. Where waste is collected from a Waste Management Facility the EWC code must reflect this (e.g. “19” code).
4. Each entry should contain the total amount of waste in and waste out for each month of 2010 as well as collectively at the end of the year for the relevant EWC code only.
5. Clearly print waste permit number, facility name, company or organisation name, address of operator, telephone number, contact name, telephone of contact, contact mobile phone and email of contact on Page 3 as requested.

6. It is important to specify the origin of the waste and the name of the waste carrier.

7. Where a facility accepts waste directly from domestic customers this must be recorded on a monthly and annual basis.

8. Where no waste is collected a nil value, i.e. “0”, is to be entered on the form and the form returned to the Environment Directorate of Cork County Council in the pre-addressed envelope provided.
9. A duplicate copy of the completed AER must be retained by the permit holder.
10. Return completed AER form in pre-addressed envelope provided such that it will be received at the Environmental Directorate of Cork County Council no later than the 28th February 2011.
