During a discussion, Members made the following points:-

· The division running through Housing Estates hampers the works of resident groups and does not have a positive impact on community spirit;

· Electoral boundaries were drawn up at a different time when no urban development was predicted;

· The Council has a good working relationship with the City Council, the issue should be considered at the Joint City & County Committee;

· There is an issue also with boundaries running through Town Council areas;

The Manager said that it would be useful to understand that in the first instance, what it is that needs to be fixed.  He said the essential issue is that these are real people living in real situations seeking a service from their local authority.  He advised Members that there is only one way to change boundaries and that the Council would not necessarily control the end result of that process.  He said the Council should look at what the service issues are and engage with the residents of the estate in question, once the issues are identified the Council can look at how it might respond to the service requirements. 

Councillor G. Kelly said that he would be in agreement with the approach recommended by the Manager.

Water Services Investment Programme

Councillor V. Neville said she expected the Manager to make a statement to Members on the funding arrangement of the WSIP following the discussion which took place at the last meeting of Development Committee.

The Manager said that this issue had been signalled to Members to him over time.  He said the UCC report, which the Members received in November, sets out the funding issues relating to Water Services and is in the public domain.  He said it was not his intention to issue a press release on the matter and that further discussion on the matter will take place when the Capital Programme comes before Members in April.
Coastal Management Committee

On the proposal of Councillor P. Desmond, seconded by Councillor R. Sheehan, it was agreed that Councillor B. Leahy would replace Councillor J. Mulvihill on the Coastal Management Committee.

Shooting Range on Haulbowline Island

Councillor J. Mulvihill said he was concerned at the noise level at the shooting range on the island of Haulbowline and queried the planning status of the range.  The Manager agreed to report back to Councillor Mulvihill on this matter.
Industrial Action

In response to a request from Members, to make a statement on the Industrial Action which has resulted in staff not dealing with representations from Members of the Government Parties, the Manager said it was regrettable that the public service was in dispute.  He said the staff of the Council are committed and professional and open to change, they have always been apolitical and that should be the case.  However, he said he has been advised that there is a dispute, which, while its impacts are felt locally, is organised at a national level.  The instruction issued to staff, by their union, covers a ban on work arising from the non filling of vacancies, co-operation with the CORE system, working outside of normal hours, answering of phones, outsourcing, co-operation with the implementation of VAT on services and an instruction not to process political representations from Government TDs, Senators and Local Authority Members.  The Manager said it was his view that people should not be dealt with on the basis of party affiliation and that this view has been expressed to the Union who will consider it at national level. He said he could not predict what the outcome will be. 
Councillor A. Coleman said that he welcomed the Manager’s statement and said it was regrettable that staff had been put in that position.  He said he was disappointed that his views were not supported by Members in the Chamber. 

Councillor M. Hegarty said he welcomed the clarification but was disappointed that the facts were being distorted.

Councillor P. Desmond proposed, seconded by Councillor J. Mulvihill:


“That this Council fully supports the Trade Union movement in their attempts to re-open meaningful negotiations with the Government.”

Councillor D. O’Rourke said that the County Manager is the accountable person and he has a critical role to treat Members equally.  He asked that the Manager would assure Members that they would be treated equally and with parity by all staff. 

The Manager said that he was in a difficult position as Manager of the staff but that the situation is as it is. He said that this is a national issue that has a local impact on Council.  He is not in agreement with the instructions issued but the Council is in a dispute situation and that he has to work with the machinery of the state to deal with it.
