· The Town Clerk provided details of Professional and Consultancy fees included in the AFS for 2008.

· The Town Engineer confirmed that the necessary works at the pump house at Kennell Hill will be undertaken by Cork County Council.

· The Town Clerk advised that following a meeting with Mr. Eamonn Looney, Secretary, Dairygold it was agreed to arrange a meeting with the Council.

· The procurement issues relating to the Sandfield Estate project have been resolved and the Council is awaiting receipt of pre-contract documentation from the Contractor ahead of signing of the contract.

· The planning process for the refurbishment works and extension of boundaries at Woodview Drive has commenced.
· It was agreed to write to Castlelands Construction on behalf of the residents of Castlepark in relation to maintenance of the Estate.

6.  Protocol for Attendance at Conferences
      The Town Clerk circulated an extract from the Local Government Act, 2001 

      relating to Members attendance at Conferences.  It was agreed to consider the 

      matter at a meeting preceding the July Monthly Meeting.
7.   Finance Act 2010 – VAT on Economic Activities
      The Town Manager advised the Members of the implication of the legislation in 
      relation to the application of VAT to certain Local Authority Services in particular 
      off-street car parking and Leisure Facilities.  It was agreed to seek confirmation 
      from Cork County Council on the affect of the charge on services provided by the 
      County eg. waste collection and recycling facilities.
     On the proposal of Cllr. O’Connor seconded by Cllr. Dempsey it was agreed to 
     amend the Car Park Bye-Laws to provide for an increase on the  charge from 
     60 cent to 70 cent per hour and the application of the 21%VAT on the daily, 
     weekly, monthly and annual payment options.
     It was agreed to request the Minister for Finance to defer the introduction of the 
     charge on Swimming Pools in order to allow for consultation with Local 

     Authorities.

     It was agreed to circulate a report to Members on income received from Pay 

     Parking Charges for 2010 to date.

8.   Town Engineers Report

      The contents of the Town Engineers Report was welcomed.  It was agreed to 

      forward a copy of the report relating to College Wood Estate to the Residents       
      Association.

      Recent works at Hatchery Glen Estate were welcomed.
9.  Notices of Motion – Cllr. Dempsey and  Cllr. O’Regan 
      Cllr. Dempsey and Cllr. O’Regan proposed the following:

(a) “That Mallow Town Council erect nameplates at Churchview and at the 

        entrance to Quartertown Village”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Griffin and agreed.  It was agreed to consider the erection of signage relating to Heavy Goods Vehicles at the entrances to Quartertown Village.

(b) “That traffic calming measures be installed at Old Cork Road adjacent to

      responded to the motion.
    On the proposal of Cllr. O’Regan seconded by Cllr. Griffin it was agreed to 
    extend the time of the Meeting.

       Cllr. Lucey proposed the following:

(a) “That double yellow lines are put in the front of the Doody residence at No. 17 

        Waters Place, as Mrs. Doody is unwell and they are finding it difficult to gain 

         access in and out of their drive”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  The Town Engineer responded to the motion.

(b) “That the Navigation Road entrance to the Bull Works area of the river be 

        levelled again as it has been made impossible for some people to access it, 

        who were able to access previously”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  The Town Manager stated that Iarnrod Eireann and not accessible for vehicles.  Arrangements will be made to facilitate access for the local residents. 

(c) “That all the footpaths in town are reviewed in relation to access for wheelchair 

        users as it is deeming very difficult for wheelchair users to get around the 

        town”.

This motion was seconded by Cllr. Mullally.  The Town Engineer advised on the outcome of the Disability Audit for the Town and works being undertaken.

      (c) “That this Council would carry out an audit of the safety supports (rings) on 

              the banks of the Blackwater to ensure that fishermen and swimmers can  be 

              protected and that because of some dangerous spots for swimming along the   

              Blackwater in town that “No Swimming” signs be erected in these spots.

Water Safety Council.

(b) “That the high trees at the rear of No. 61 Woodview Drive, Mallow be cut 

        down or trimmed back”.

The Town Engineer stated that in 

        the first instances the ownership of the trees should be established.

(b) “That this Council, shall put in place, a system of weed control, at the back 

        passageway, located behind the back gardens, of Sandfield Terrace (east) as 

        their excessive growth is threatening to obliterate the aforesaid passageway, 

        thereby removing a right of way into their properties, that residents have 

        enjoyed for generations”.

The Town Engineer agreed to 

        investigate the matter.

At the outset, Cllr. Dempsey addressed the meeting.  He thanked the Members, Manager and Staff, both indoor and outdoor for their co-operation during the previous twelve months.   He mentioned the numerous successful projects which had occurred during this period, including the ‘Racing Home for Easter’ festival.  He also highlighted his hopes to make Mallow a better place for all its citizens.  He thanked the Gardaí, the Press, his wife and family and wished the future Mayor well.

Each Member then spoke in turn and congratulated Cllr. Dempsey on his work as Mayor during the year and on his efforts to gain consensus on issues as they arose.  The current topic on the retention of Town Council’s was raised, including the lack of powers of the Town Council in general.  Cllr. Dempsey thanked everyone for their kind comments, and stated that he felt great honour in being elected Mayor of Mallow Town.

He also mentioned the struggle ahead to retain the swimming pool and the local general hospital.
