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Foreword
REAMHRA

The Centenary Commemoration of 1916 was a
great success, both in County Cork and across
Ireland. In response to the heightened sense of
shared identity that was established in 2016, and
in respect of the breadth of community activity
and engagement observed, the Government has
embarked on an insightful legacy project that
sets out to harness the country’s culture, arts and
heritage over the next five years with the purpose
of ensuring ‘that Ireland offers a meaningful, value
driven quality of life’.

The Easter Rising has been described
as a revolution of Poets and Painters. As the
legacy project of the 1916 centenary, Creative
Ireland places artist, individual and community
creativity at its centre. Cork County Council
values culture in all its forms and warmly
welcomes the Creative Ireland Initiative, which
will be of key importance for fostering and
supporting creativity and cultural expression
among our artists and in our communities, as
well as in the development and growth of cultural
services and activities within the County.

In keeping with the overarching aims
of Creative Ireland, Cork County Council is
developing a detailed five-year Culture plan. This
is prefaced by the current document - a Culture
and Creativity Plan for 2017 - which outlines
various cultural initiatives, programmes and
events that will be delivered/promoted this year.

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Cork County Council recognises that culture
is a multifaceted area. Culture is continuously
evolving and combining in a complex manner:
contemporary meaning, creative expression
and communication, with the historic
cultural inheritance and heritage of previous
generations.

The County’s Library
network has continuously been a wonderful
resource and platform for the County’s groups,
fully committed to promoting a love of literature
and literary creativity. Cork County Council’s Arts
Office and Heritage Office also play a valuable
role, offering a range of different cultural services
and across Cork County Council, creativity and
culture is a key attribute - ranging from Irish
Office Cultural Projects, Age-Friendly Services
and Tourism Office projects for the culturally
curious visitor, to, Creative School Projects by the
Environment Directorate and a suite of creative

In order to discern how the Creative Ireland
Programme will relate to County Cork, it is worth
focusing on what makes it such a unique place.
Occupying one tenth of the country at close to
7,500 square kilometres and having a population
of over 417,000 people; the potential for cultural
depth and uniqueness is immense. With incredible
built, natural, archaeological, cultural and maritime
heritage as well as two Gaeltacht areas (Muscrai
and Oilean Chléire), there is no shortage of
cultural inspiration. Indeed, regarding the County
of Cork, the history books can provide countless
examples of some of Ireland’s most notable events
and people, having over the many years inspired
waves of artistic creativity; this rich artistic
heritage which can be seen in poems such as Mo
Ghile Mear by Sean Clarach Mac Domhnaill, or the
Caoineadh Airt Ui Laoghaire by Eibhlin Dubh Ni
Chonaill. In the twentieth century, the County can
lay claim to many important artists such as Sean
ORiada; Capt. Francis O'Neill, Elizabeth Bowen,
Sean O Riordain, William Trevor and Séamus
Murphy. Today the County is home to a host of
significant artists, musicians, writers, filmmakers
and many others involved in creativity.

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The Creative Ireland Programme
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The Creative Ireland Programme is the
Government’s Legacy Programme for Ireland 2016
- afive-year initiative, from 2017 to 2022, which
places creativity at the centre of public policy. It
is a high-level, high-ambition, all-of-government
initiative to mainstream creativity in the life of
the nation so that individually and collectively, in
our personal lives and in our institutions, we can
realise our full creative potential.

The Creative Ireland Programme is a
culture-based programme designed to promote
individual, community and national wellbeing. The
core proposition is that participation in cultural
activity drives personal and collective creativity,
with significant implications for individual and
societal wellbeing and achievement.

Creative Ireland is also the main
implementation vehicle for the priorities
identified in the Government’s policy document,
Culture 2025- Eire lldanach, which states
that arts and culture are intrinsic to the Irish
State, acknowledges the need to increase
access to and participation in the arts,
boost our creative industries, and preserve
our heritage with a particular focus on
language, landscape and the environment.

The programme is built around the
themes of identity, culture and citizenship. The
core operating principles are Collaboration
and Communication, Community
Empowerment, and Internationalisation.

This devolution
of responsibility for Creative Ireland to local
authorities is inspired by the extraordinary
impact of collaborative local authority co-
ordinated projects for the centenary of 1916.

This Plan sets out the beginning of County
Cork’s part in this five-year journey, a truly
important national policy initiative centred on
culture and wellbeing and Cork County Council
will support and promote widespread active
participation in the cultural life of our communities,
that, as stated by Minister Heather Humphreys,
T.D,, lies at ‘the heart of Creative Ireland’.

In the County of Cork, 2016 showed how
truly inspiring communities can be with regard
to historically based cultural creativity. Valuing
these community groups, and their ingenuity,
through the Creative Ireland Programme, has
the continued potential to enhance collective
well-being and quality of life. Cork County
Council recognises the wealth and diversity
of the county with respect to its culture (both
Irish and multinational), and this Plan therefore
contains a range of actions/events to further instil
a sense of cultural awareness and value within
the county. Indeed, many of the Creative Ireland
principles are already held within the county, both
at local authority level and amongst the various
community groups and organisations.

The Creative Ireland Programme in Cork
will see heritage sites, buildings and people come
alive, their stories told and conveyed through
an inspiring array of creative outputs such as
music, drama, re-enactments and performances.
The Programme will also see a strong focus
on contemporary culture and the county is
already served well by a number of different
Art Centres, Heritage Centres and Community
Cultural Centres as well as a wonderful network
of 28 Library Buildings. Cork County Council
also owns many tourist attractions of cultural/
heritage importance. These built resources
- and it is hoped that Creative Ireland will see the
development of many more within the County
- provide wonderful opportunities for both
existing groups and artists and new ones alike, to
communicate and collaborate together - to be
historian and artist at the same time.
