In the cover of darkness on 20th of June 1631, Baltimore was attacked by pirates from Africa. They kidnapped over 100 people and sold them as 
slaves in Algiers. A Pirate Festival is held in Baltimore every summer.

These are some of the objects or artefacts that were uncovered by archaeologists in Camden Fort Meagher. The fort was a 19th century 
military fortification protecting Cork Harbour. These objects include medicine and toiletry containers, bullet cases and clay pipe bowls. 
What do they tell us about the owners?  Camden Fort Meagher is open to the public and is visited by thousands of people every year.

The County Hall is the Headquarters of Cork County Council where Elected Members and Staff work together for the County of Cork and its peo-
ple. The building, which is a protected structure, was designed by Patrick McSweeney and opened to the public in 1968.

This stone circle, consisting of 17 stones, was made over 3,000 years ago. The circle was used for ceremonies and is aligned to the mid-Winter 
sunset, with the two tallest stones forming the entrance.

A Special Area of Conservation, it is believed that the Gearagh has been wooded since the last Ice Age, 10,000 years ago. Much of the site was 
flooded in 1954 with the creation of the Inniscarra Dam.

Harper’s Island is a small island in Cork Harbour near Glounthaune and is home to a number of important wintering waterbirds. It has a lovely 
nature walk and bird hide overlooking this wetland site.

This castle was built by the Norman lord Raymond Le Gross (the Fat) in the late 12th century in a commanding position overlooking the river 
crossing in Glanworth. This is how the castle looked in the 14th century with the central tower or keep enclosed by a protective curtain wall with 
gate tower and outer fosse. The medieval town grew around the castle.

A National Monument near Bantry, it is a broken shaft of a medieval high cross which once stood in an early Christian monastery here. It is carved 
with various scenes and decorations. This side has interlace; a praying figure, a greek cross and St. Paul and St. Anthony seated at a table sharing 
bread. The other side has a rare depiction of a boat with oarsmen rowing the boat through a sea of crosses.

Harry Clarke was one of Ireland’s most famous stained glass artists using rich colours and was especially fond of deep blue which is exquisite 
here in the Church of the Nativity of Our Lady in Timoleague, designed in 1930. What are the religious scenes in the window?

This grand big house was built in the nineteenth century and stands beside the ruins of the much older Mallow Castle. Within the grounds is a 
herd of white deer which are said to be descendant from two white deer given by Elizabeth I, Queen of England. It is in the ownership of Cork 
County Council.

This terrace of workers’ houses was built c.1890 to accommodate railway workers, today they are private houses. 
The walls are built of grey limestone and the windows and doors have lovely red brick surrounds.

Saint John’s Church is a mid 19th century Church of Ireland with beautiful cut stone around the doors and windows and a tall belltower with a 
spire that can be seen for miles around.

Saint Patrick’s Church is a typical early 19th century Church of Ireland, which has a bell tower at the west end 
and a fine stain glass east window, which lights up the altar.

The 
shrine was made to honour the Saint who is 
associated with the Donoughmore area - today 
it is one of Irelands National Treasures and can 
be seen in the National Museum.

William O’Brien was born at Bank Place in Mallow in October 1852. He played an important role in making land ownership in Ireland fairer in the 
19th and early 20th centuries.

Rugadh William O’Brien ag Plás an Bhainc i Mala i nDeireadh Fómhair 1852. Bhí ról tábhachtach aige maidir le húinéireacht talún in Éirinn a 
dhéanamh níos cothroime sa 19ú agus sa 20ú haois.

Spike Island in Cork Harbour is dominated by the large star-shaped Fort Mitchell, the fortification built in the 19th century to protect Cork 
Harbour. It was later used as a prison. Today it is a heritage site open to the public. In 2017, it was honored to be named the Best Tourist 
Destination in Europe, and has recently been named as the best tourist attraction at the 2019 International Travel and Tourism Awards.

Is Dún mór ceannasach réalt-chruthach é Dún an Mhistéalaigh, atá suite ar Inis Píc i gCuan Chorcaí. Is daingniú é, a tógadh sa 19ú haois chun
