The proposal is for a machinery shed (297.7 m2) within an established farm
complex consisting of 2 No. roofed silo sheds (185.5m2) and 6 No. storage /
machinery sheds (500.5m2).

| have received a report from my colleague Kevin Murphy, Environment
Department CCC (Appendix 1), and he reported that the proposal is acceptable.

| am satisfied the proposal therefore comes within the scope of Article 6,
Schedule 2, Part 3, Class 9, of the Planning Regulations 2001 as amended - and
meets all the requirements and limitations of Class 9.

Furthermore, | am satisfied the proposal does not conflict with Article 9,(1)
restrictions on exemptions in Planning Regulations 2011 (as amended) and the
criteria (i) to (xxi).

Having regard to the nature and scale of the proposed development, the existing
use on the site and the nature of the receiving environment, there is no real
likelihood of significant effects on the environment arising from the proposed
development.
