I am directed to issue this Circular in accordance with Sections 10D and 10E of Road 


Traffic Act 2004, as amended.  Accordingly, this Circular and associated Guidelines 


constitute a Direction and Guidelines given by the Minister for Transport.  This follows 


on from the publication of the Speed Limit Review in September 2023. 


Attached are updates to the Guidelines for Setting and Managing Speed Limits in 


Ireland.  These updates replace the following chapters of the existing Guidelines: - 


- Chapter 4 (The Making of Speed Limit Bye Laws) 


- Chapter 7 (The Setting of Speed Limits – Detailed Guidelines) 


Thes are to be read in conjunction with the rest of the existing Guidelines. 


The update to Chapter 7 also incorporates and replaces Guidelines on the application of 


20km/h Special Speed Limits from April 2017 (RSD/01/2017). 


The attached updates to the Guidelines support the implementation of the new Default 


Speed limits in relation to Rural National Secondary Roads, Rural Local Roads and 


Urban Roads (including Built up areas) and guide the application of Special Speed Limits 


where required. 


Speed limits are set through a combination of ‘default speed limits’ and ‘special' speed 


limits in accordance with the Roads Act 2004 (as amended).  It is important to emphasise

that the Setting of Special Speed Limits, is solely a reserved function of Local Authority 


members, have the power to vary speed limits as appropriate in accordance with the 


provisions of the Local Government Act 2001 (as amended) and the Road Traffic Act 2004 


(as amended).  The setting of Special Speed Limits are supported by the Guidelines for 


Setting and Managing Speed Limits in Ireland. 


Noting the above, Road Authorities are required to commence work on the preparation 


of Special Speed Limit bye-laws as soon as possible to ensure that they are in place and 


can commence at the same time as the commencement of the new default speed limits. 


Workshops and Seminars will be held in relation to the above for which further details 


will issue separately.

Dear Chief Executive, 


With reference to the above the Speed Limit Review was approved and published in 
September 2023.  The report and 3 sub reports are linked below: - 


https://www.gov.ie/en/publication/012b3-speed-limit-review/ 


The report consists of 28 recommendations divided into 2 Principal, 12 Specific and 14 
Supporting Recommendations. 


Following publication an implementation group has been formed consisting of 
membership drawn from key state stakeholders including the Department of Transport, 
Transport Infrastructure Ireland, National Transport Authority, An Garda Siochana as 
well as the Local Authority sector.  This group has oversight of all aspects of 
implementation.  A sub working group on updating the guidelines has also been formed. 


Progress is already being made in relation to legislation and guidelines on priority 
actions (default speed limits) relating to: - 


- 30km/h (Urban Areas) 


- 60km/h (Rural Local Roads) 


- 80km/h (National Secondary Roads) 


These are being progressed through necessary legislation and supporting Statutory 
Guidelines.  The legislation became law on 17th April 2024 (Act Number 10 of 2024).  
Variations to the Default Speed Limits will be permitted by way of local authority Bye-
laws in accordance with the published Guidelines for Managing Speed Limits.

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Following the enactment of the legislation relevant Sections relating to Speed Limits will 
be commenced.  Updates to the Statutory Guidelines for Managing Speed Limits will 
issue to local authorities by way of a Direction. 


Implementation 


It is a priority that the new Default Speed Limits including necessary and supporting 
bye-laws are to be in place as soon as possible.  This is to coincide with the 
commencement dates of the default speed limits as follows: - 


- End of November 2024 for Rural Local Roads. 


- First half of 2025 for National Secondary Roads and Urban Speed Limits 


As a consequence of the above each local authority should now plan and programme a 
review of speed limits to meet these deadlines and the requirements in relation to 
implementing the new Default Speed Limits.  This plan should include for all stages and 
be submitted to the Department by 17th May 2024. 


Given the tight timetable Local authorities should commence the work of reviewing 
Speed Limits as soon as possible to include engagement with elected members and the 
public.  Any current work underway in relation to Speed Limit bye-laws should be 
updated to account for the updates to the Guidelines for Managing Speed Limits. 


Signage 


It will be the responsibility for each local authority to mount/erect all speed limit signs 
required as a result of the 2023 Speed Limit Review.  However, to facilitate the 
implementation these measures, it is intended to procure signage such as the proposed 
60km/h speed limit on rural local roads centrally on behalf of each local authority. 


For signage to implement the 60km/h rural local road speed limits an exercise is being 
carried out to quantify all interface locations on the MapRoad system.  The following are 
the interface locations being identified: - 


• Every National Primary to Local Road.  (Most locations already have existing 
signs). 


• Every National Secondary to Local Road.  (Some locations already have existing 
signs). 


• Every Regional Road to Local Road.  (New signs required).

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New poles will also be required in many locations. 


This information will then be passed onto each local authority for verification and to 
allow the gathering of more detailed quantities for which further details will follow. 


Liaison and Co-ordination 


To facilitate the co-ordination of implementation of the above each local authority should 
nominate a liaison/contact person.  Such persons will be required to report regularly to 
the Department on progress as well as the attendance at workshops and meetings.  Such 
contact/liaison will be expected to last at least 2-years.  Details of liaison persons to 
include name, grade, email address and phone number shall be submitted to both John 
McCarthy (john.mccarthy@transport.gov.ie) and Paul Fox (pfox@lgma.ie) by Friday 17th 
May 2024. 


Workshop / Training 


Upon the publication of the Speed Limit Guidelines briefing sessions/workshops will be 
held to both provided additional information in relation to the Guidelines, 
implementation and further developments on Speed Limits.  These briefing sessions will 
be held regionally during May following publication of the updates to the Guidelines. 


In addition, as part of the rollout of the new Speed Limits, seminars/training will be 
provided to wider staff and elected members in the coming months.

I refer to Department of Transport Circulars RS-01-2024 and RS-02-2024 (attached for your information) regarding the introduction of revised default speed limits on certain categories of road. This national initiative is being rolled out on a phased basis. Phase 1, which has commenced, involves changes to the default speed limits on rural local roads from 80km/hr to 60km/hr. 

The legislation provides for exceptions to the revised default speed limits to be considered in limited, exceptional cases. To this end, Cork County Council has identified some rural local roads which could be considered for retention at 80 km/hr (and not default to 60 km/hr). This assessment has been undertaken in accordance with the criteria set out by the Department of Transport in the revised ‘Guidelines for Setting and Managing Speed Limits in Ireland’. The Council is engaging with An Garda Siochana as a key stakeholder as part of this process.  

Roads & Transportation representatives will present proposals to Municipal Districts in late June/July for consideration prior to proceeding to the next stage of the process which involves launching a formal public consultation on the selected routes.  

These are the routes assessed to be suitable for retention at 80 km/hr in the Bandon/Kinsale MD area.
